K. Stachowicz: Social Services and Housing staff has been meeting with 
Yolo County Housing to ensure that Davis residents are able to receive 
the services that they need and to increase partnership opportunities. 
 
B. Vaitla moved, seconded by J. Chapman, to approve Resolution No. 
23-030 - Approving the City of Davis HOME-ARP Plan and Authorizing 
the City Manager to Submit the Plan to Housing and Urban Develop-
ment. Motion passed unanimously.

Urban Forestry Manager Charles Murphy: UFMP creates a 40-year plan 
to guide urban forestry management. Overview of plan components. 
Plan sets goals, objectives, and outlines resource needs to reach ex-
pectations. 
 
Public Works Utilities & Operations Director Stan Gryczko: Summarized 
Urban Forestry Division resourcing recommendations—plan would re-
quire 4 additional staff over 40 year timeline. Staff recommends 2 addi-
tional staff through budget process. If staff is not allocated, will return 
with prioritization of current efforts. 
 
Public comments: 

• Alan Hirsch: Plan needs to continue to include heavy community in-
volvement.  

• John Reuter and Torin Dunnavant, Executive Director Tree Davis: 
Robust public input. Plan is great management tool for decision-
makers and a critical component for future strategy urban forest 
management. Trees have positive environmental and community im-
pacts.   

• Colin Walsh: Thanked staff and community for feedback. Plan in-
cludes information on indigenous population of city that should be 
modeled for future efforts.  
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• Francesca Wright: Thank staff for professional work product. 

• Elaine Roberts-Musser: Plan incorporates substantial community in-
put. Need to update municipal code for enforcement and technical 
policies.  

• Brett Maresca, Davis Downtown Business Association: Urban forest 
is important to success of downtown. Priorities should include land-
scaping, prime tree locations and tree health, bikes, arts, waste man-
agement, maintenance and specification upgrades. 

 
G. Partida moved, seconded by B. Vaitla, as follows: 
1. Approve Resolution No. 23-031 - Adopting the UFMP, to do the fol-

lowing: 
a. Authorize submission of the UFMP to CAL FIRE to meet the re-

quirements of the Proposition 68 grant funding the planning ef-
fort 

b. Accept and adopt the Final Draft of the Urban Forest Manage-
ment Plan 

2. Direct staff to return with task prioritization based on resource allo-
cations determined by City Council

Public Works Engineering & Transportation Acting Director Dianna Jen-
sen: Summarized existing phase 1a elements and details that have 
changed in the plan since conceptual design. 
 
Adrian Engel, Fehr & Peers: Overview of revised plans. The Bicycling, 
Transportation, and Street Safety Commission (BTSSC) recommends a 
pre and post-project traffic counts, bicycle flow diagram and submitted 
letter expressing concerns about the cycle track. Summarized elements 
necessary if Council decides to implement a two-way bikeway. 
 
Public comments: 

• Matt Williams: Support BTSSC recommendations, County commit-
tees, and community organization’s opinions. 

• Margot Wilcox, Ely Fairclough, Gayna Lamb-bang, Melissa Bane, 
Sandy Lorber, Teri Spiritosanto, and Mimi MacMahon: Support Op-
tion A restoring two north and south bound lanes and separated bike 
lane for improved safety for all traffic modes and public safety re-
sponse. Will resolve traffic issues. Suggest incorporating neighbor-
hood feedback. 

• Bernadette Ballicks; Jeffery Bouchet, Bike Davis; Scott; Besus 
Schmidt; Andy Ferroa; Earl Bossard; Darryl Dickey; and Kelsey For-
tune: Support Option B two way cycle track. Support safety solutions 
to improve and enhance walking and biking options and reducing car 
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demand and dependence. Important to have protected bike lanes, 
especially for students. 

• Brandon Hurley: Should use neighborhood preference for solution. 

• Jim Provenza, Yolo County Supervisor: Support Option A to solve 
agricultural vehicle travel and access for emergency vehicles, but 
should examine Option B which could solve neighborhood safety 
concerns. 

• Alan Hirsch: Support Option B and collaborating with CalTrans. 

• Nancy Stephenson: Oppose both options. Should restore Mace to 
original design. 

 
J. Chapman moved, seconded by G. Partida, to approve Resolution No. 
23-032 - Approving Amendment No. 2 to Task Order No. 3 for Final De-
sign Services to the On-Call Agreement with Fehr and Peers Associ-
ates, Mace Blvd Redesign and Approving the 100% Final Plans for Bid-
ding with Additional Alternative to be Designed. Motion passed unani-
mously.

Principal Civil Engineer Melissa Marshall: Summarized base bid and 
add alternatives for project, including needed funding. 
 
Public comment:  

• Alan Hirsch: Support accelerating projects when possible and prior-
itizing segments with bicycle traffic. Consider accelerating start time  
in June instead of July. 

 
B. Vaitla moved, seconded by J. Chapman to approve Resolution No. 
23-033 - Awarding Contract to George Reed Inc., for Construction of the 
2022/23 Pavement Rehabilitation Project, Approving Amendment 3 to 
Task Order 16 Under the Professional Services Agreement with Wood 
Rodgers for Pavement Design and Construction Support, Approving 
Amendment 1 to Task Order 27 with WSP for Construction Manage-
ment, and Finding the Project Categorically Exempt from the California 
Environmental Quality Act (CEQA), with option B: 

 
Option B: 
1. Awards project of $8,390,615.00 (base bid plus add alternates 1-3), 

with a construction contingency of 10% ($839,062) 
2. Authorizes allocating approximately $4,317,000 of the proposed 

$8,958,000 of FY 2023/24 Transportation Infrastructure Rehabilita-
tion Project budget to award the entire rehabilitation scope which in-
cludes the base bid plus add alternates 1-3 

3. Authorizes additional 5% ($419,531) for contingency later if needed 
and funding is available 

4. Authorizes additional professional services construction support of 
$30,000 
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5. Authorizes construction management in the amount of $919,313.55

• Connor Gorman: Should pursue increased remote access for gov-
ernment meetings at local level and advocate at state level to ad-
dress health and safety concerns participating in-person. 

 
M. Webb: Staff will be bringing forward an item to Council regarding tree 
priorities. Council will have a full slate of options to prioritize resources. 
 
G. Partida: Scheduling Palomino Place EIR contract—what is status of 
Council subcommittee efforts on peripheral growth? 
M. Webb: Subcommittee is meeting, but not yet ready to bring forward 
recommendation. 
 
W. Arnold: Interested in next steps of Urban Forest Management Plan 
implementation to be agendized sooner rather than later. 
 
B. Vaitla: Revenue Subcommittee can agendize a very high level dis-
cussion of needs. 
 
B. Vaitla: Interested in prioritizing affordable housing options on city 
owned property to be agendized for Council. Could inform other efforts. 
 
W. Arnold: Interested in Revenue and Peripheral Growth subcommittees 
coming back to Council in April for a check in.
